A CHARTER FOR MEMBERSHIP

During its second meeting held in October 2004 ah&tashtra, India, the Steering Committee
(SC) of the International Rainwater Harvesting @tice (IRHA) decided that membership to the
Alliance should be more formalized. Up to that tithe IRHA membership was free. In giving
this recommendation, the SC expressed the opiriah formalizing the IRHA membership
would be a means of building a stronger organindio the future, creating a sense of belonging
to a worldwide network and helping to better asslessactive RWH members and supporters in
the world.

Following the recommendation of its SC, the IRHAc®¢ariat introduced a Charter for
Membership with a formal inscription starting in tGlmer 2005 for the year 2006. By fixing a
very low membership fee (in some categories, freembership), the IRHA Secretariat wished to
show that the real purpose of this action was fat financial character, but for the institutional
strengthening of the Rainwater Harvesting (RWH) eroent.

This member charter was amended in April of 2008 Tew system incorporated a one time
entrance fee that replaces the annual fee (fromar¥or new members). However the original
annual fee remains in place as it relates to theafar sector. The new conditions of membership
are explained later in the text.

This document sets out the different categoriem@ibership available from the IRHA, together
with the rights and benefits each category has.sSpeeific details of the charter may vary from
time to time, at the discretion of the IRHA Stegri@ommittee, to reflect the needs of its
members. Any changes to the membership chartebeiiublished in the IRHA newsletter.

WHAT ARE THE IRHA'S AIMS?

The IRHA was created in September 2002 at the Waulchmit for Sustainable Development in
Johannesburg, where rainwater harvesters from Bneorts expressed the need for a federative
organization in the form of an international alken Its goals should be to unify and grow the
movement worldwide, to build on achievements in fieé&d of RWH. Previously it was only
promoted and disseminated amongst a limited grdugcientists and engineers. The IRHA
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hopes to work towards a strong worldwide networgaged in the fulfilment of the Millennium
Development Goals. From its foundation, the IRHA Isat out to bring together like-minded
people and organizations with an interest in theeigpment of Rainwater Harvesting.

The IRHA has worked to spread its network arourgdgiobe and it can now claim to be one of
the most eminent organizations in the world of RWHseeks to support the future growth and
direction of RWH by providing a forum for its membeto work together for their mutual
benefit.

As a representative and federalist body for thes®lved in RWH, the IRHA promotes the
common interests of its members. For the IRHA, RV8Ha component of Integrated Water
Resources Management (IWRM), a part of a poverdycton strategy and a powerful tool for
Climate Change adaptation in the water sector.

For the IRHA and its members, the main fields dfvitees where RWH can be of great utility,
are:

1. Soil conservation and food security;
2. Households:
» for drinking purposes;
» for productive uses;
» for sanitation, hygiene and infant welfare;
3. Watershed & community development;
4. Disaster reduction and climate change adaptation
e droughts;
* flooding;
* landslides;
» forest fires;

5. Ecosystem conservation and aquifer recharge;
6. Policy and legislation;
7. Microfinance.

Since 2003, the IRHA has been increasingly ackndgéd as a unifying and influential
international voice in the field of RWH. In thisleg the IRHA has established relationships with
many RWH organizations, Non Governmental Orgarorati (NGOs), Civil Society
Organizations (CSOs), United Nations agenciesrnate®nal and government agencies, private
companies and individuals worldwide.



CHARTER FOR MEMBERSHIP

Article 1. Who Can Be a Member?

IRHA Members can be:

* NGOs and CSOs active in the environment or watsowees fields, supporting or
implementing RWH activities;

* Other development or humanitarian relief agencres @rganizations involved in RWH
or other water resources management activities;

* Individuals and students with a private or profesal interest in RWH.

Article 2. Cateqories of Membership

2.1 Goodwill Ambassador

Well-known personalities from the policy, scierdibr cultural fields who aid the promotion of
rainwater use and management will be nominate®H#&\1Goodwill Ambassadors.

2.2 Honorary Membership

Renowned personalities who understand, supporawe bhontributed greatly to the promotion of
RWH and related matters could be invited to be HaryoMembers in the Alliance.

The IRHA bestows this title to people who have gitieeir knowledge and energy to elevate and
reinforce the RWH movement. No more than one pepmanyear will be invited to become a
Honorary Member.

2.3 Institutional Membership

Government bodies (water, natural resources, enbegjth, agriculture, development or foreign
ministries); authorities engaged in the environmesater or agriculture at local or regional level;
UN agencies; government donor countries; internaticfinancial institutions; universities;
private and institutional donors could all be a¢edmas Institutionadllembers of the Alliance.

Specific Rights and Obligations for this category:



This category of membership is for institutions ramkledging IRHA’s work in the field of
rainwater management to increase access to wateserpe natural resources and energy,
improve health, boost agricultural yields or proengustainable development. These members
support IRHA'’s actions and will contribute to theogging momentum of the worldwide RWH
movement.

Potential Institutional Members of the Alliance Mok contacted by IRHA Secretariat. They are
free from a membership entrance fee. The membersgiiipe established with a Memorandum
of Understanding signed by IRHA Secretariat and Itigtitution or by a letter signed by the
IRHA.

2.4 Organization Membership

The Organization Membership is addressed to regi®VaH networks and national RWH
associations; NGOs and CSOs active in the enviroharewater resources fields, supporting or
implementing RWH activities; development or humanén relief agencies and organizations
involved in RWH or other water resources manageraetiities; other organizations supporting
RWH; professional bodies (private companies or @asions) working in the water and
environment sector.

A Member Organization shall be a recognized usesupporter of the theories, concepts and
practices of RWH. A Member Organization may alsabg organization allied with the user or
supporter of the theories, concepts and practit@/MH. Finally a Member Organization may
be a special interest group whose membership,anvibw of the Steering Committee would
further the aims of the IRHA.

Specific Benefits for this category:
An Organization Member of IRHA will be entitled:

1. To put forward a delegate to stand for electiothtolRHA Advisory Board;

2. To have a link to and from the IRHA website andh@ve access to its member’'s
knowledge base;

3. To address the IRHA Secretariat with bottom-up dmsafor assistance in project
formulation and fundraising;

4. To propose key members of its staff as candidaieshe international training courses
organized by the IRHA (member candidates will hpxerity over non-members);
